GRANTS for SCHOOLS & ORGANIZATIONS  
           Set Deadline & Floating Deadline Grants  
 

 Most requests over $2,000  - Oct. 1 or Mar. 1 deadline 
  Apply online via eGrant 

 Most smaller requests - 4 or 6-week floating deadlines 
 Apply online via eGrant or online forms depending on category 

 Most NAC grants require matching funds 
 Contact NAC staff to navigate the options

 Schools host visiting ‘artists in  
residence’ 

 Select Artists from the NAC 
Roster 

 Include 20 or more hours of 
curriculum-enhancing arts 
activities over 4+ days  

 Grants tied to Free & Reduced

              SCHOOL BUS ARTS GRANTS 

• Bus costs and admission fees for field trips to professional arts 
events for PK – 12 students 
 

• Non-matching reimbursement grant 
 

• $500-$1,000 per year depending on number of students served
